Dear Friends

Later this spring, restoration work will begin on the Memorial in the center of the Masonic
section. This project will include resetting the blue stone steps, replacing the existing shrubs,
and paving the slate/concrete landings and walkways with pavers. The marble columns will be
repaired and refinished. Individual columbariums, including single and double cremation
niches, will then be placed on the lower level. With the completion of this improvement,
families will then have the option of outside niches for the memorialization of their loved

ones.

On another matter, recognizing the increasing cost of bronze memorials, the Board of
Trustees approved the option of the use of engraved granite markers if desired.
